After the morning’s
exertions, you will stop for lunch at Hans
Cottage, a restaurant set over a
crocodile pond. There will also be an
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opportunity to visit a souvenir market
where you can buy some beautiful
Ghanaian crafts and cloth, before
heading home to the Volta region.

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Take a walk on the wild side by adding
the Volta Adventure Weekend to your
trip.
